THE COURSE

Come and enjoy this lovely venue with some technical trails

The main trail is set at 3.1 miles through a private tree lined country estate, with lots of
twists and turns to keep both mushers and dogs on their toes.

Eligibility for Dogs and Mushers:

Any dog participating in a Rally organized by the Alaskan Malamute Working Association must
be a purebred sled dog and be registered with the Kennel Club to that effect, have a rescue
number issued by the Official Breed Club for that breed (sled dog breeds only) or have an
AMWA Working Number.

Rescues with a SHWA, SSDR or BSHRA number are permitted to participate but MUST be an
AMWA member.

All competing dogs must be 12 months old or over to compete at an
AMWA event.
